A. NEED:

The Division of Aquatic and Wildlife Resources’ wildlife program has an aviculture
program, an Endangered Species release program and projects that monitor game and
non-game animals, as well as projects devoted to the control of brown tree snakes in
areas where native species are being recovered. Such diversity requires coordination and
supervision so that program objectives are accomplished and tasks are implemented in
appropriate sequence.

Guam’s location is situated in the typhoon passage in the Pacific Ocean. Many storms
had passed through Guam, which caused outages to infrastructure such as electricity and
water depending on the severity of the storm. Restoration of electricity can be prolonged
for months; such as Typhoon Pongsonga in 2002 power was fully restored after four
months in most parts of Guam. In order to meet program objectives, installation of a
diesel generator is needed so that daily operations is not disrupted or altered by power
outages caused by storm or routine black outs.

B. OBJECTIVE:

1. To plan, coordinate, supervise, and administer all wildlife restoration programs
including programs for endangered species recovery, wildlife population
monitoring, implementing of management plans, conducting technical assistance
and review of projects affecting Guam’s wildlife, and ensuring legislation that
affect Guam’s wildlife are in alignment with other regulations.

2. To install an emergency diesel generator to DAWR Administrative and Wildlife
Offices for the purpose of maintaining daily operations during power outages.

C. EXPECTED RESULTS AND BENEFITS:

Programs will be effectively implemented to conserve, restore, and preserve Guam’s

wildlife heritage for the enjoyment of future generations. With the installation of a
diesel generator, daily operations may continue during power outages.
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D. APPROACH:

Sub-Job 1. Provide staff to ensure that the wildlife program implements a wildlife
restoration program and meets its responsibilities for participation in the
Federal Aid program. Included is planning, record keeping, reporting,
supervision of staff, and keeping track of legislation that affect Guam’s
wildlife.

Sub-Job 2. Contract licensed contractor to fully install all that is required for an
emergency diesel generator to support both DAWR Administrative office and
Wildlife office.
